Ezrach Oleh Checkiist

1. Proof of living overseas for the 7 years prior to “aliyah”

2. Ezrach Oleh declaration in Hebrew, signed by candidate, and witnessed and
signed by the Aliyah Representative

3. E/E.(Entry and Exit) form, signed by self and shaliach

1. Proof of living overseas for the 7 years prior to “aliyah”:

Passports valid over the past 7 years
If, and only if, passports are not available, you can present alternative proof such as
school records, etc.

The shaliach should photocopy the details page, validity dates page (including
extensions), and all pages with entry or exit stamps to and from Israel.

A copy of the details page and the validity pages should be sent to Agaf HaZakaut.
The candidate must bring the originals with him to Israel.

2. Ezrach Oleh declaration in Hebrew, signed and witnessed by the shaliach

The form is available in Hebrew and English, and you should read whichever one you
understand, but you must sign the Hebrew version. The signature must be witnessed
by the shaliach/JAFI employee.

Please note that the visits listed on this declaration are visits before age 16. If
passports are not available from these years, you should list approximate dates ("every

summer for 2 months", "semester in 1996", "lived there for 5 years as a child" — etc.).

Also, if you have taken out a teudat zehut (the actual teudah, not just a number), then
this must be indicated on the declaration.

3. Entry/Exit (E/E) form

Please fill out this form, based on the stamps and other information in your passports,
and sign. The shaliach should sign the form as well.

EXPLANATORY FACT SHEET FOR EZRACHIM OLIM (ISRAELI CITIZENS BORN ABROAD)

Below you will find a summary of the main regulations which apply to the status of an Ezrachim Olimin Israel, and

specifically with regard to rights and concessions you can receive from the authorities once you decide to make
your permanent home in Israel.

Your official status can be confirmed only in Israel, at the offices of the Ministry of Immigrant Absorption and

Customs, after documenting your eligibility. We hope that this summary will help to enable you to prepare the
necessary.documentation ‘more efficiently. .

DEFINITION
Foreign-born Citizens (hereafter Ezrachim Olim):

An immigrant to Israel aged 17 or over, who was born abroad to parents at least one of whom held transferable
Israeli citizenship at the time of the said immigrant's birth and meets the various criteria.

VISITS TO ISRAEL PRIOR TO PERMANENT RETURN
If you have never held an Isvaeli feudat zehut (i.d.) booklet, then the following applies to you:
The Ministry of Absorption requires proof of having lived overseas during the last 7 vears. The best form of proof is

a passport. If you do not have passports to cover yourself over the past 7 years, you can provide alternative proof.
You are also required to sign and complete an ezrach oleh declaration.

-, ‘
v If you have spent less than 18 months* (total) in Israel during the last 3 years, and less than 36 months in
the last 7 years, you will be eligible for sa/ klita (absorption basket) rights.

v If you have spent less than 3 years* (total) in Israel during the last 7 years, you will be eligible for fuil
Misrad HaKlita rights,

*Any visit of up to 4 months during a calendar year (including accumulative visits} is not counted. Any visit
of 4 months, or more, during a calendar year (including accumulative visits) is counted.

Israeli law requires all Israeli citizens to travel in and out of Israel on an Israeli passport. If you do not have one in

your possession, then according to Israeli law, you are required to take out an Israeli passport through the Israeli
Consutate.

If you have been issued with an Israeti feudat zefut (identification) booklet, then the following
applies to you:

Your rights in the Ministry of Absorption will have started running from the date you received your teudat zehut
booklet. Please consult with your local Aliyah Shaliach to see if and how this affects You.

If you have returned to Israel for compulsory army service then this stay is not counted in the calculation
of your rights. This applies on condition that the candidate does not stay in Israel over 4 months, in total, while
not serving active duty in the army and on condition that no rights are utilized.

APPLYING FOR YOUR TEUDAT ZAKAUT (Eligibility booklet for Ezrachim Olirm)

L. A Teudat Zakaut will be issued at the Absorption Ministry office at the airport if you arrive with an Israeli
LD. number. If you arrive without an I.D. number, you must first proceed to your local Interior Ministry
branch to receive an 1.D. number and then on to your local Absorption Ministry office to receive your
Teudat Zakaut. You should present the letter of confirmation of your status (given tc you by vour
shaliach), you will be asked to sign a declaration. Upon signing this declaration, you will receive your
Teudat Zakaut, making you eligible for concessions granted by the Ministry of Absorption.

1. Registration for your feudat zehut(Israeli 1.D. card) at @ branch of Misrad HaPnim (anstry of
. Interior).

2. Confirmation that you have registered with the L.D.F. (Israeli Defence Force), or an official release form.
Customis requires registration with the IDF within one year of arrival.

ADDITIONAL CONCESSIONS

The Teudat Zaka ut entitles you to Ministry of Absorption concessions only. ‘Below you will find guidelines for
additional concessions. -

SAL KLITA (ABSORPTION BASKET)

Sal Kita is financial assistance intended to help with the initial period of adjustment in Israel.  The assistance is

given as a grant and continues to be paid in seven monthly instalments as long as you remain in the country. For
amounts, please consult your shaliach.

One of the conditions of eligibility is that you have not spent 18 months, or ‘more, in Israel during the 3 years prior
to'your arrival as an ezrach oleh:

In-order to receive your sa/ kfita payments, you must present your bank account details to Misrad Haklita afer
being recognized by themas an Fzrach Oleh.

CUSTOMS

The laws of customs state that customs looks at all visits of Ezrachim Olim to Israel from the date of issuance of
her/his first Israeli passport or registration on her/his parents' Israeli passports. £zrachim ofim are permitted visits

of up to 4 months yearly and one visit of up-to-one vear on a recognised programme. Fzrachim ofimmust arrive
prior to the programme and leave immediately after the programme.

Upon arrival, you should present your Teudat Zaka ut, together with the other documents required by Customs, to
a regional Customs office and you must sign a declaration similar to that of Misrad Haklita. Note that recognition

by the Ministry of Absorption does not automatically guarantee that the ‘customs official will certify vour eligibility
for customs privileges.

For additional provisions, refer to your customs guide. You.can avail yourself of a copy through your Shafiach or
through the web site for customs: hitp://www.mof.gov.il/customs

Once eligibility has been established, customs regulations do not differentiate between Ezrachim Olim and regqular
immigrants.

HOUSING ASSISTANCE
Rental Assistance

Ezrachim Ofim are eligible for rental assistance from the 2™ year. This runs for 4 years total and is calculated
according to a graded scale.

Mortgage Assistance

Ezrachim Olim are eligible for mortgage rights from age 21 for a period of 15 years. This entitles you to special

conditions. Please check with a mortgage bank in Israel for further details, as each case is calculated on-an
individual basis.

ARMY SERVICE

Male: Israeli male citizens residing abroad are required to register at the Israeli Consulate upon reaching the age
of 17. As long as they continue to live abroad and their parents do not return to Israel before they reach a certain
age, they will not be required to return to Israel in order to begin army service. All male Israeli citizens should
consult the IDF representative at the Israeli Consulate for further information.

Female: An £zrachit Olahrwho has never spent more than 4 months (120 days) in one calendar year in Israel will
be exempt from military service if she returns to Israel after reaching the age of 20, and her parents continue to
reside abroad until she reaches the age of 20.

If she has spent more than 120 days in Israel during a calendar year, then she will be categorized as a
Ktina Chozeret for the purpose of her army service and exemption from her army service. If you fall into this
category then please consult your Aliyah Shaliach who will supply you with this information.
