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 " Desert Queen Israel" By-Laws

The Mission 

The "Desert Queen" expedition, together with The Jewish Agency's Partnership 2000 program, is planning a challenging jeep expedition designed for women in the south of Israel. Jewish women representing their partnership will participate together with the goal of experiencing a unique people-to-people opportunity. "Desert Queen" is an annual jeep expedition for women only, which has been taking place for the past 11 years in various places around the world.  

Participation 

Participation in the expedition is open to women above the age of 20, with normative physical health, a valid driving license who agree to participate in "Desert Queen" with the knowledge of all relevant conditions and expectations.

Choosing the Participants 

Participation in the "Desert Queen Israel" expedition requires each participant to fill out preliminary registration forms and send it directly to "Geographical Tours." Only those individuals who submitted the to Desert Queen forms will be eligible for the selection process. The most suitable candidates will be selected based on the information provided by the participant in the form(s). 

The " Desert Queen " company and The Jewish Agency reserve the right to choose the most suitable candidates from among the applicants.

The Teams 
The chosen participants will be divided into teams of three to four women, according to considerations reserved by the "Desert Queen" professional staff. The team will include woman from both Israel and abroad. Another option will be to offer participants to organize and register together as a team.

Tasks

During the expedition, the participants are required to perform various tasks connected with the themes and nature of the journey. For example, participants will prepare an evening activity for all the participants; plan a get-to-know-you activity; prepare the Sabbath dinner; and so on. Before going on the expedition, each team will be given information about the tasks they will be responsible for during the expedition so the team can prepare prior to their arrival.   

Orientation Day: Bonding Time 

A day before the expedition, all the participants are expected to participate in a full day of activities aimed at acquainting the participants with one another and preparing for the journey. Arrival in Israel for the "bonding time" experience is the responsibility of the participant.

The Expedition

The expedition is planned for 8 days and will take place in the South of Israel. The expedition will include challenging activities, unique experiences in a number of Jewish Agency projects, a tour of an IDF army base, and participation in an ecological project. The actual expedition is conducted in challenging terrains and the participants are required to cope with physical, mental, organizational and other challenges. 

The course of the expedition is created and reserved by its organizers. Details of each days challenges will be revealed to the participants on a day-to-day basis. 

The organizers of the expedition reserve the right to change its course or dates according to the terrain conditions, the weather or security limitations.

The expedition is conducted as a convoy. Along the course, vehicles will drive only on marked paths except for places where driving is allowed in the open terrain.

Winning 

The whole expedition will be conducted as a competition between the different teams with an emphasis on teamwork. The winning team will be chosen by the participants themselves on the last day of the expedition.

Costs:

The cost of  participation in the "Desert Queen Israel 2010" is $ 1,500.

This price includes:, jeeps, fuel, full room and board throughout the 8 days of the adventure, overnight lodging (primarily at camping facilities), entry to sites, challenging activities, guide team, medical escort, logistics escort, and full vehicle insurance. 

The price does not include: flights to and from Israel, medical, and personal insurance. 

Personal Insurance: 

Acceptance on the expedition is stipulated by acquisition of both medical and personal challenge insurance by the participants at their own expense. 

Forms and Permits 
· Participating in the "Desert Queen" expedition is conditional on filling out medical forms and a health declaration. The expedition's doctor has the right to disqualify any contestant who, in her opinion, is not qualified to go on the expedition.

· The "Desert Queen" expedition is filmed throughout the course of the eight days.  "Desert Queen", “The Jewish Agency Partnership 2000", and the sponsors will use the pictures from the expeditions, either in the form of video or stills for publication use, public relations or sales promotion.

Cancellation fee:   

· Less than 21 working days, prior to departure - 20% from the total amount will be paid by the passenger.

· Less than 10 working days, prior to departure - 60% from the total amount will be paid by the passenger.

· Less than 5 working days, prior to departure - 100% from the total amount will be paid by the passenger.
